The Maurice Rollins Community Leadership Award 
for Youth was established in 2002 to recognize 
Maurice Rollins, a visionary and leader here in our 
community.  The award is presented annually to a 
young person, aged 16-24, who has made an 
outstanding and exceptional contribution to the 
community. 

 
A Call for Nominations 

 
Eligibility criteria 
 
1. Nominees must be a resident of Hastings or 

Prince Edward County between the ages of 16 
and 24. 

 
2. Nominees must have volunteered or are 

volunteering their time, talent and energy to 
benefit the community 

 
3. Nominees must have been or are undertaking 

such activities on a voluntary basis and not for 
remuneration 

 
Nomination Procedure 

 
Nominations must be made as follows: 
 
1. By a community organization, school or group. 
or 
2. By three sponsors, one of whom will act as a 

contact person 
 
Please note: nominations must be made annually.  
Past nominees may be re-nominated 
 
Volunteer & Information Quinte and the Maurice Rollins 
Community Leadership Award for Youth Selection 
Committee require that for each nominee, a nomination 
form and one letter of support be completed in full. 
 
The nominees will be judged on the basis of the letter 
of support, which should describe individual merit, 
commitment and impact on the agency and the 
community.  The nominee’s volunteer history will be 
taken into consideration as described in the letter of 
support 
 
Nominations must be received by: March 19, 2010 

Letter of Support 
 
Letter of support should speak of the individual 
contribution made by the nominee to the agency and 
the community.  Nomination must include one letter of 
support to be considered by the selection committee. 
 

Letter of support - guidelines 
 
1. A description of the nominee’s volunteer 

activities (past and present) include all  
 Volunteer activities.  
 
2. A brief description of the contribution that has 

been made to the agency and the community by 
your nominee. 

 
3. A  history of the nominee’s involvement in your 

agency and the community 
 
4. Why do you feel your nominee deserves the 

Maurice Rollins Community Leadership Award 
for Youth?  Tell us what is unique about the
